1.  Confirmation of members:
All members duly confirmed.

2.  Minutes of the previous meeting:

None of the members at this meeting attended the last meeting and so could not vouch for the veracity of the minutes.

3.  Matters arising from the previous minutes

All ROPO letters have been sent out and several responses have already been received.  Committee member letters have also been sent. Several positive confirmations have been returned but not all organisations have replied or decided on a representative. All other matters are dealt with under their respective agenda headings.
4.  Activities of the main Working Group (WG)
The WG has been mainly involved with the parking lot issues which are topics still outstanding since the rewrite of the current Code. Some of these topics are extremely involved and have complex technical aspects attached to them. 

Mandate: The WG has asked for confirmation of its mandate from the SSC. Essentially the mandate states that:
“This main committee gives a mandate to the Working Group committees for SAMREC/SAMVAL and are the custodian of the Codes.  We empower the Working Group to investigate possible rewrites and discuss and distil opinions on the various outstanding issues.  Once the opinions are received by this Committee we decide to accept/reject the opinions and ensure that internationally these opinions are noted and that the opinions go into the rewrite of the Code.  We mandate the Working Group to discuss the issues but not to make decisions.

It was suggested, and agreed to, that the chairman of the WG should be sitting on the Committee of the SSC. Action: The Manager
During discussion at the meeting around the parking lot issues, AdB suggested that a meeting be scheduled for every quarter of any year at which all stakeholders (industry etc.) can put forward their comments and opinions either directly or through a proxy. 

This suggestion was agreed to and the manager is tasked with scheduling such meetings for the last Thursday of the first month of every quarter. Action: The manager

5.  JSE Readers Panel
Chairperson: Roger Dixon.

The mandate to the WG states that members of the Readers Panel must have the final approval of the SSC. It was agreed that AdB would circulate the current members of the Panel to the SSC in round-robin format for approval. AdB will forward the information to the manager who will in turn circulate accordingly. Action: AdB and the manager
5.1 Proposal for Readers to verify CPs and CVs for JSE accreditation:
It was agreed that the JSE, assisted by the members of the Panel, would go through the process of approving the Panel. The JSE would ultimately accredit those selected members in accordance with the qualifications set out in the Codes. AdB will take this suggestion back to the WG. Action: AdB
6.  Succession Plans
The current chairman is moving to Vancouver. A candidate to succeed him will be sought from the GSSA (current chair holder of the SSC).
